4) Before fitting the Touchbar,
the short rod needs to be
fitted, to do this refer to
Figs 3.8.

5) Depress the Touchbar and
feed the brass end of the

short rod into the Touchbar.

6) Rotate the rod until it clips over the cut out in the linkage. (see Fig.3.8)

7) Repeat for the other side.

8) Referring to the Touchbar installation instructions, Section 4, steps 5 — 8. Fit the Touchbar to
the door, feed the rod guides (item F6 — Touchbar Instruction) onto the rods before fitting the

Touchbar main cover.
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W Note: If fitting horizontal Pullman latches, please go to Section 5

1) Remove covers from vertical Pullman latches (item Q).

2) Fit Pullman top striker (item H2) and bottom floor plate (item P1),
aligning centrally with vertical centre guideline with fixing screws

supplied (items H4, P2 and P3).

Important: Top striker must be fitted flush against the door face and
the floor plate must be fitted 5mm in from the door face. (See Fig 4.1).

3) Offer Pullman latches (item Q) up to top strike (item H2) and bottom

floor plate (item P1).

4) Temporarily fit Pullman latches to the door using one of the screws
supplied (item J), ensuring alignment with marked vertical centre

guideline.

5) Position Pullman latches to obtain the best location between
Pullman latch and top strike (item H2) and bottom floor plate
(item P1), ensuring that the anti-thrust trigger is fully engaged.

6) Fit rod cover clips (item L), evenly spaced along the
marked vertical centre guideline with the screws supplied
(item M), ensuring minimum 2 above and 2 below the
Panic Latch body.

7) To fit Pullman rods: if the rods require shortening, take

measurements: X and Y (see Fig 4.2).

X = Distance between lower edge of top Pullman to top edge
of Latch mechanism.

Y = Distance between bottom edge of Latch mechanism to
top edge of bottom Pullman.

Deduct these measurements from 1340mm and shorten the

long rods (item N) by this amount from the screwed end.

Once the Installation is complete, check that the Touchbar or Modular Push Bar Panic Latch
operates correctly. To test this, apply pressure to the doors and try to release it using the Touchbar

or Modular Push Bar Panic Latch.

This Touchbar or Modular Push Bar Panic Latch is fitted to comply with EN1125. No instruction of
operation is required. For the end user the Touchbar or Modular Push Bar Panic Latch should be

easily operated by hand or body pressure in a panic situation.

Ensure that the Strikers are secure, clean and free from any obstruction. Check all latches operate

correctly.
